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Theoretical Perspective and Sociological Research
Given the modern society and the need to make sure that humanity is stable, most researchers use the three theoretical perspectives, that is, functionalism, interactionism, and conflict theory. However, if I were a researcher, I would use the interactionism theoretical perspective. Interactionism is among the essential theoretical perspectives in sociology because it involves using a smaller scale for societal focus (Smetana & Onderco, 2018). By focusing on a smaller scale, I would have the chance to understand how each society level functions before resolving to understand the society at large. Through the use of interactionism, I would be able to understand how society members act with various people. More importantly, interactionism would help me understand how the world is socially constructed. 
I think we should use the results of sociological research to advocate for certain societal changes. This is so because social research is an essential component of initiatives aimed at involving communities in change and the creation of more societies that can be sustainable. Without enough research, change initiatives are more likely to be based on assumed issue identification, as well as incidental needs and desires of the community. The first step in achieving community involvement in interventions that result in genuine change is to undertake research to learn more about such communities (Booth et al., 2018). Sociology enables people to comprehend the likelihood of individuals existing in particular circumstances and acting in certain ways. Therefore, through social research, researchers can make broad generalizations about the proportion of people who will act in various ways, although they cannot predict how specific individuals would act.
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
