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Psychology Discussion
Maude Garrett is a female character in the movie of Shadow in the Cloud who is on a secret mission as she travels from Auckland to Samoa in a Boeing B-17 Flying Fortress. Maude is a married woman who decides to engage in an extra romantic affair with Quaid. She finally gets pregnant and the information leaks to her husband who travels to the airbase just after she has given birth. She chooses to escape her husband’s wrath whom she says would kill her (Shadow in the Cloud, 2020). Carrying the baby in a bag, she boards a bomber craft under the assistance of her other lover Quaid (Shadow in the Cloud, 2020). She notices a gremlin that everyone dismisses when she reports before the gremlin causes an attack on the bomber that later came to be aimed at taking the baby from her, leading to some deaths that she survives together with others after she manages to kill the gremlin.
Maude shows an extraversion personality trait in using her energy to fight the gremlin that attacked the aircraft she boarded. This character does not give up until she wins the fight and saves her baby showing her high extraversion (DeYoung, 2010). Also, she is assertive. Her ability to insist on saving her baby from an attack shows that she is highly assertive as an individual with extraversion traits. The other personality trait is openness. She is high in openness, considering how she embraces the challenge that finds her in the bomber. The ability to accept the situation as it was at to fight justifies. She ranks high on openness (DeYoung, 2010). Additionally, after the baby is discovered in the bag, she accepts that it is hers and clarifies the situation, showing how high she is on openness (DeYoung, 2010).

Similarly, Maude risks her life to save the baby and Quaid who was the target of the attack. By doing so, she proves that her agreeableness was high (DeYoung, 2010). The other personality trait Maude shows is her low conscientiousness. She fails to control herself when the gremlin attacks the bomber (DeYoung, 2010). Additionally, she loses her self-control when the gremlin attacks Quaid and aims at the bag with the child.  Her inability to control herself shows low conscientiousness (DeYoung, 2010). Furthermore, Maude scores low in neuroticism as the last trait as DeYoung (2010) describes, by failing to corporate with the crew staff when they failed to welcome her warmly. Moreover, by developing emotional instability when the gremlin attacked the bomber, she shows low neuroticism.
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
