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          Racism in society is the topic I choose to work on. Racism is where individuals are discriminated against, prejudiced, or antagonized based on their ethnic group or race. I am forced to believe that racism is not our problem to fix with the fact that racism is only exercised by the extremists. I am forced to believe that only education can try and fix the racism problem. (Helsel C.B, 2018). I am also forced into believing that racism is all about saying hateful words and doing awful acts to someone. However, to me, racism is more than that. The source asking me to believe that racism is not our problem to fix, and that racism is about hateful words and actions is improbable to believe. For instance, the source assumes that we can judge ourselves for either being racist or not is not true. This source leads us to believe that it should never concern anyone whether racism exists or not. Racism is not only evident in hateful words and actions but also inaction and silence.

(LN Duffy,2019). Racism affects both of us and the only question is whether we fall under the group that is affected positively or negatively. (MV Svetaz,2018). I have seen people being discriminated against at workplaces, in schools, and other institutions, other discriminations have been directed to payment, mortgage and even house renting services. Additionally, I feel it is time we stop pointing fingers away from ourselves to other groups or individuals referring to them as the real racists and claiming to be self-righteous.
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
