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QSEN Competency
QSEN website in nursing serves as a respiratory and national resource for medical practitioners to publish cotemporally teaching strategies under six competencies teamwork which are the collaboration, patient-centered care, evidence-based practice, safety, informatics, and quality improvement. For my case, I will research on the quality improvement as one of the competencies in nursing.
Quality Improvement
In nursing, quality improvement entails data usage in the continuous improvement in the general nursing and health care work. Many health organizations and nursing work promote and improve quality health care by publishing materials, education, guidelines and standards (Disch & Barnsteiner, 2021). Examples of organizations that support the improved quality of health care are the hospital quality care, joint commissions, hospital compare, hospital quality alliance, and the national coordinating council for medication error reporting and prevention.
Similarities and Differences
Quality improvement uses data to improve and monitor the healthcare processes and improvement methods to test and design changes for continuous improvement of safety and quality health care systems (Boswell et al., 2021). Simultaneously, the QSEN unit, such as evidence-based practice, integrates more on the current issues of clinical expertise of family preferences and the delivery values for optimal health care delivery. Besides all QSEN units, including the quality improvement, the healthcare professionals are proactive in implementing safety initiatives for the deliverance of safety and quality services.
Literature and Research
The research sample group consists of the nurses who attended the residency program and the nurses who participated in a prelicensure program in a program nurse residency. The research question had two levels of independent variables. The independent variables were residency completion and the prelicensure program together with the residency program. The QSEN were used as the independent variables at competence confidence levels (Watanabe et al., 2021). The quantitive analysis was to determine whether the competency higher levels of the QSEN were related to the prelicensure program. For successful patient outcomes, the local health care system offers nursing students nonpaid and paid prelicensure programs for successful patient outcomes. Besides, the hospital provides patient care assistants positions and nurse externships to the nursing students through the fundamental nursing course. Also, a dedicated transition to practice program (DETPP) is offered to students who spend most of their time in nursing internships in the same unit.
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
