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Epidemiology is the study and analysis of the distribution, patterns and determinants of health and disease conditions in defined populations. It’s the cornerstone of public health and shapes policy decisions and evidence-based practice by identifying risk factors for disease and targets for preventive healthcare. (Buttner &Muller, n.d.)
Morbidity is the state of being unhealthy for a particular disease or situation while mortality is the number of deaths that occur in a population.
Mental health is about mental wellness - we all have mental health. Mental illness is when someone is diagnosed with a mental disorder.
Drug dependence is a physical phenomenon that happens when a person takes a drug for a period of time and then stops taking it abruptly while Drug tolerance has to do with how effective a particular dose of a particular drug is in a particular person.
Liver diseases, mental health conditions like anxiety and depression, and interference with antidepressant medication. alcohol tolerance addiction leads to long-term cognitive impairment.
Brexit is a rejection of globalization ... and throughout the 1980s accelerated: the free movement of nationalism. The world systems theory is established on a three-level hierarchy consisting of core, periphery, and semi-periphery areas. 
Globalization is the removal of barriers to cross-national movement of goods and funds, has been beneficial for transnational organized crime networks. The global forces of supply and demand have created new markets for illicit goods and services provided by criminal organizations.
 Rebellion is an armed resistance to an established government while revolution is a political upheaval in a government characterized by great change. Wars leads to advancement in technology and destruction of property and loss of lives.
Senescence is the process of aging. Age stratification is the hierarchical ranking of people into age groups within a society. 
 Age stratification theory claims that it is natural and acceptable for older adults to withdraw from society. (Parsons, 2010)
 A double jeopardy hypothesis argues that the combined negative effects of occupying two stigmatized statuses are greater than occupying either status alone.
Primogeniture is the right by law or custom of the firstborn legitimate child and affects the inheritance of family resources.
Ascribed status is assigned to an individual without reference to their innate differences or abilities while Achieved status is determined by an individual's performance or effort.
 Primary labor market consists of high wage paying jobs, social security, and long-lasting careers while Secondary labor market consists of low wage paying jobs, limited mobility within jobs and temporary careers.
Higher inequality in education is associated with lower social mobility. 
Credentialism is the common practice of relying on earned credentials when hiring staff or assigning status while credential inflation is the devaluation of educational credentials over time and a corresponding decrease in the expected advantage given a degree holder in job market.
 Cyber bulling is a type of bulling that take place over digital devices like computers and can take the form of texts and short message signals.
Socialism is an economic and political system under which the means of production are publicly owned while capitalism is an economic system under which the means of production are privately owned.
 Addition of machinery and other technologies lead to more production and increased efficiency.
 Bureaucratization of work is making an organization complex with multilayered systems and process. (Kaczynski et al., 2009)
 Gender discrimination leads to increased workplace conflict and poor company morale.
 Intrinsic rewards are intangible awards of recognition while extrinsic rewards are awards that are tangible given for accomplishing something.
Demographic transition refers to historical shift from high birth rate and high infant death rates in societies with minimal technology, education and economic development and its Stages are – high population growth potential, population explosion, population starts to level off, stationary population and further changes in birth rates
Positive checks are things that shorten the average lifespan and includes war and famine. Prevention population checks are measures that help balance the population growth and food supply and include birth control and celibacy 
 This is a shift of population from central areas into suburbs and it leads to increased land use.
 Mechanical solidarity is the social integration of members of a society who have common values and beliefs while Organic solidarity is a social cohesion based upon the dependence individuals have on each other in more advanced societies.
 Deforestation leads to climate change, desertification and soil erosion 
 Consensus method of forecasting is used in a number of sciences ranging from econometric to meteorology.
