Answer the question about each of the stories:
Question 1 
The Martian Chronicles story was at first glance a fascination for me and reading through the first chapter confirmed my initial view that it was a science fiction story that was a thoughtful creation. The setting of the space launch and the detailed plan to support the spacemen involved in the launch was amazing. However, in to the second chapter, the setting was rather oblivious and I discovered that the women and men roles were separated unfavorably because the domestic used an old-fashioned system where women remained as housewives while the men took up the most important roles of the spacecraft. 
Also, further into the story, I discover the whole mission was intended to disrupt the life Martian’s rather than a normal expedition which changes my whole perspective of the story. After interacting with Ylla, the sense of life and beauty of their civilization especially her family creates an emotional appeal for me. After looking back at Ylla, it is accurate to mention that it affected the way I read the whole story and my negative attitude towards the whole expedition and the efforts by humans to kill all Martians. 
Question 2 
The Earth Men and The Tax Payer characters in the story are unique and help to advance some of the main issues that feature in the contemporary society. At the first incidence at the Third Expedition door when he demands equal treatment with the other individual aboard the spaceship as he is also a taxpayer like them, I envision an individual who will go the extra mile to demand for his right. He generally feels that that he has not received a fair share of what everybody else is getting thus he feels left out subsequently demanding for his rightful share.  
However, for me, the Earthmen characters comprising of Captain Jonathan Williams and his fellow space craft crew of the Second expedition was an interesting feature because even in their first contact with Martians they show disinterest in their way of life. In my view, juxtaposing the two characters reveals a difference of their personality because while on the one hand, the taxpayer vehemently demands for his share, the Earthmen show disinterest in understanding the life of Martians which is completely out of character for normal humans. In a way I think it is the story’s way of capturing the difference of intentions among the normal human beings and the scientists in charge of these expeditions.  
Question 3 
The story of the “Third Expedition” takes a very interesting turn in the plot of the story because it depicts the efforts of the Martians to fight back against the human invasion in their land. I find it intriguing that the creators choose to depict the Martians as deceptive and cunning in facing their enemies.
Two scenes are very unique in the story with the first being the landing of the crew members and the concealment of the true identity of the Martians by projecting a false hallucinations that turn the explorers against each. I was terribly devastated at the scene when the Captain was killed and the same night the rest of the human crew. They project a false reality that is set in the future that makes the characters first turn on each other and later kill other. 
For me this was a twist because in the earlier versions of the story the Martians do not reveal this level of intelligent behavior.  Also, the use of the caption “Mar is Heaven” is also a creative way for the authors to make the story not seem like a standalone to the reader.  However, the title and the plot of the story are completely conflicting because despite Mars being heaven it leads to the death of the whole crew of the Third Expedition. 

Question 4
 The Fourth Expedition in the last two chapters of the story begins with the successful reports indicating that death of the Martians has been a success as a result of smallpox. The beauty of the story’s plot begins with the explorers freely moving through the planets because all the Martians have successfully died from the virus of small. The notion of free exploration and human victory that is depicted in the fourth expedition is magnificent before the story takes a quick twist in its plot. While the twist of the plot is exhilarating, it is impossible to explain the sudden change of heart especially by Spender, the Chief – Archeologist in this expedition. 
It is however, understandable that his revere for the planet develops over time and his decision to kill of the rest of the crew members is very disheartening but understandable.  It would have been a huge dent in the story if the decision would have abrupt because it would have been an act of ultimate betrayal. Through the sad ending, in my view, the caring nature of human being comes to life in the story that makes it an even worthwhile read in the end.
