According to Peter Beinart in his article on The Atlantic website, people who own real property tend to be economically independent and are more likely to make reasoned political choices than those with none.  According to C.Y. Leung from Hong Kong in an interview that he had with The New York Times, he said that having only those who are economically independent to vote "would insulate candidates from popular pressure to create a welfare state, and allow the city government to follow more business-friendly policies.  Most Americans who don't own any property do not pay taxes, but they vote to vote for more government benefits.  But on the other hand, for those that own real property, about 53% vote to improve the country's or state's economic welfare.
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
