•What are the practical implications of our research?

2.Did our results support our hypothesis?
3.How do our results compare to other relevant research that has been done?
4.How can this past research help us understand our results?
5.What are the theoretical and practical implications of our results?
6.What are some possible limitations to our study?
7.What should future research do in order to further address this topic?
8.Wrap up with big take-away
