This research paper is a critical review comparing the work of two designers or typographers from separate design history movements but with similar styles. You will address in your paper the main similarities and some of the differences.  Also, discuss the cultural significance of the work and formal elements and purposes.
Research Paper
Provide a review and comparison on 2 graphic artists or 2 typographers and their work including images of their work examples. 
I ALREADY chose these two Historical graphic designers, pls use these 2 artists. 
Bradbury Thompson (New York School)           and                Kurt Switters (Dada)
YOU SHOULD WRITE ABOUT THESE 2 SELECTED ARTISTS. 
· Graphic artists must be from different time periods/ movements (THEY ARE )
· The graphic artists' works must come from same surfaces (Poster, Magazines, motion etc.) Or have similar stylistic designs. 
· Discuss stylistic and formal features of their works.
· The biographies should be brief; about a paragraph.
· Design is not created in a vacuum. Typically design comes from other design or from art.
· For typographers, you will need to be able to compare the type using type terminology, if you are not able to do this, please choose 2 graphic artists instead. 
 
Content in each paper:
At least 875 to 900 words for each paper to be considered as a B paper.
NOTE: Paragraphs typically consist of 4-5 sentences and are indented with tabs.
 
Introduction:
Provide a summary of what you will be talking about

Paragraph 2:
Briefly provide some background about each artist. No lengthy biographies— One Paragraph only for each artist.

Other Paragraphs:
These sections state your point and support your argument.
– Explain why each these works are so similar.
– Explain what are the differences.
– Why did you choose these 2 artists?
– Investigate, describe and determine the significance of the artists’ work.
– Describe the works.
– Explain the meaning of the work.
– Ask questions? Provide answers.

Conclusion:
Provide a summary of what you talked about. Make a strong conclusion.
 
Bibliography:
Have at least 3 references for each unit at the end of the document.
Citations:
Writings must be in your own words. Any quotes or paraphrasing must be indicated through a citation. You must use: MLA Style, or APA writing style (Links to an external site.).
