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Abstract 
The central and most vital tool to effectively manage a disaster is effective communication among the team members and their input towards achieving the same goal as a disaster management team. This study aims to determine the Importance of effective communication in disaster management. Specifically, it investigates whether effective communication influences disaster magnitude. In this context, effective communication encompasses sharing of information, ideas, and Knowledge among team members in an explicit manner to ensure that the objectives and set goals are achieved. Precise communication facilitates smooth awareness and equips team members with sufficient information on the nature of the disaster, location, and objectives. Effective communication also depicts that the intended message is consistent and timely. Disaster management calls for teamwork and collaboration among the involved team members. These members are bound together by clear communication that includes explicit instructions, activities to be undertaken, and objectives to be achieved (Nakamura et al., 2017).
To test the hypothesis that effective communication is a vital intervention among the team members tasked with the responsibility to manage the disaster, an online survey was conducted among the Federal Emergency Management Agency charged with the role of coordinating the response of Federal agencies to disasters and communicates the information pertaining the disaster to the general public. A questionnaire was distributed online asking the agency to assert the influence of effective communication in disaster response. The survey question was distributed to fifty members of the agencies. Twenty at the agency headquarters of Federal Emergency Management, five distributed to the office of the Federal Coordination office, and another Twenty to the firefighter team. The data I got from the cross-sectional were then analyzed using a two-sample t-test. The result obtained from the survey showed the same effect as hypothesized. I also compared my findings with four peer-reviewed research articles under the same topic, and the results were not different from the interview's outcome.
The research findings concluded that effective communication reduces the magnitude of the disaster. The better approach to deal with the emergency and fund disbursement can only be possible if there is effective communication between the involved teams. Quick response and a better approach in mind will reduce the magnitude of the disaster.

From my analysis, I can assert that the respondent gave highly rated responses, and I am moved by how helpful and cooperative they have been. From my research, I was able to analyze the data and interpreted it as follow;

Detailed information for this claim argues that for a disaster management operation to be effective and achieve its objectives, the disaster management team must have clear details and information about the specific disaster.
