Research Paper: 

1) You need to have a sociological research topic and argument.
2) You need to identify and discuss one of the sociological theoretical paradigms or concepts we have discussed in the class to show your own understanding. 
3) You need to use the secondary data you collect from scholarly and journalist articles to support your argument.
4) You need to be analytical: use the chosen theoretical paradigm or concepts to explain the causal relations behind social phenomenon you study.

Other requirements:

1) You need to give your paper a title that catches the main idea of the paper. 
2) Please avoid writing only the summaries of each article you use for the paper. 
3) Length: 4-5 pages of discussion, which excludes cover page and reference page.
4) Cite correctly though you can either use MLA or APA. 
5) No email submission. Please upload your essay to Turnitin by the deadline indicated in the syllabus.  Late papers will be marked one letter grade down. No late paper will be accepted three days after the deadline.
6) You are required to submit the essay to Turnitin; otherwise it won’t be graded.  
7) Please proofread it to see if your ideas are clearly expressed and each sentence contains a main verb. Check your spelling and punctuations before uploading. 
8) Please avoid any informal style of writing. 
9) Format
a. Double space and typed (no space between paragraphs)
b. Default margins
c. Size of the characters: 12
d. Font: Times New Roman
10) Any plagiarism in the paper will receive an F grade. 
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
