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1. What paved the way for the “Rise of American Democracy?
In 1820 the American democratic system experienced significant changes under Jacksonian democracy. Jackson did not initiate the changes himself, but he symbolized many of the changes at the time. Initially, politics did not consider a central role in the lives of voters—the modifications initiated by Jackson between  1819-1828brought about psychological panic and shock. Before then, only a few men were interested in politics, and only a few people voted because they did not understand the importance of politics. When Andrew Jackson was elected in 1828there was a rise in voter turnout and loyalty to their party. During this time, the democratization of politics was still underway. Other reforms that were introduced were the local and state offices that were being appointed became elective posts.
2. Who benefited from the “Rise of American Democracy”?
  During the Jacksonian presidency, the greatest beneficiary was white men who were not landowners since various reforms was undertaken to ensure that they were eligible to cast their ballot. Property ownership was one of the major factors that limited American democracy for several decades. The government reduced property requirement to allow poor men to vote. As the northern state abolished slavery, the whites feared that free black men could vote in masses. To address their fear, they embraced new laws that made racial inequality part of American democracy. During the Democratic revolution, there were only two states that did not allow blacks to vote. For instance, in 1821, the New York State allowed almost all white male taxpayers to vote, but in the process. A Similar act was witnessed in Pennsylvania in 1838, which denied all blacks the right to vote. In the 1830s, some white and free blacks engaged in activism to protest against racial inequality.
3. How was this reflected in the policies of President Andrew Jackson?
The Jacksonian policies ensured that voting privileges were only extending to all white men. Women and blacks were excluded. Universal white-male suffrage was a conventional norm, and by the mid 19th century, the requirement to own property or pay taxes had been eradicated. The fact that all white male were eligible to vote did not necessarily mean they would, but still, the policy enabled a higher voter turnout to increase, and by 1840, the voter turnout had increased and reached an 80% threshold.
4.Who opposed Jackson and the Democratic Party?
The Whig, a political party formed by those who were opposing President Jackson. Henry Clay headed the party, and it aimed to portray President Andrew as King Andrew. The Jacksonian Democrats described Whig as an aristocracy who managed to get support from different economic groups. 


5. To conclude, offer an idea of a figure from American history (to today) who you would nominate to replace Andrew Jackson on the twenty-dollar bill.
The suggested replacement of Andrew Jackson on the twenty-dollar bill was made in 2016 and made public in 2019. The proposed replacement was that of Harriet Tubman, who was an abolitionist. In my opinion, the face of Harriet Tubman should be used on the bill since she helped other slaves escape through the Underground Railroad. He was also the first black woman to serve in the military. Her achievements have been an inspiration to women of colour and all American women and beyond.
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
