	Topic & Introduction
	(0 points)
The topic is irrelevant to the specified area and no introduction is given 
	(5 points)
The topic has little relevancy in the specified area and the introduction does not give any information about what to expect in the report.

The topic is somewhat relevant; however, the introduction provides little information on the topic 
	(12 points)
Relevant topic is selected; introduction does not cite sources as to why topic is important and question(s) which will be answered in the paper. 
	(15 points)
The selected topic is relevant and the introduction presents a concise lead-in to the paper with appropriate sources cited. 

	Content
	(0 points)
Central purpose or argument is not clearly identified. No analysis is provided. 
	(12 points)
Information supports a central purpose or argument at times. Analysis is vague or too general. 
	(18 points)
Information provides reasonable support for a central purpose or argument most of the time but is not able to display evidence of a basic analysis of the significance of the topic. 
	(22 points)
Information provides reasonable consistent support for a central purpose or argument and displays evidence of a basic analysis of a significant topic 
	(25 points)
Balanced presentation of relevant and legitimate information that clearly supports a central purpose or argument and displays evidence of a thoughtful, in-depth analysis of a significant topic. 

	Use of References
	(0 points)
Referenced information is lack of relevance, quality, depth and balance, or no references used.

	Organization & Timeliness of submission
