Semester Project (30% of class grade)
The goal of the semester project is for you to study a county, looking at issues related to food production, policy, nutrition, and natural resources and develop a report to be shared with the class. This report can be delivered via PowerPoint, narrated PowerPoint, or video if you so choose. These presentations should be between 10 - 20 minutes in length, but the key point is that you need to cover the major topics identified in the specifications below.  Exact time is less important than the quality and is provided only as a general guide.

Steps

1. Submit countries you are interested in researching – 5 points
· Select a minimum of three developing countries you would be interested in studying.  For a list of possible countries, please visit the following webpage:

Submit your list by Sunday, May 23.  If several students submit the same countries, I will assign countries to students who submitted their list first.  In the event all your choices are already picked, I will assign you a country.
· You will know your country by Wednesday. May 26.
· Review the rubric before you start so you know what the criteria are on which your project will be evaluated.
· Once assigned, begin research on your country collecting RELIABLE information on the areas listed in the format below.  Keep track of your references.  You will need to cite them.
· Create a presentation using the techniques below.

2. Submit Outline and References – 25 points
· Due Wednesday, June 2
· Submit an outlie for your project and include your references.
· Use the rubric to help focus your outline.  Include at least 3 references.

3. Submit Final Presentation (narrated PowerPoint Presentation or something similar)– 100 Points
· Due: Wednesday, June 9
· Submit your final presentation NO LATER than 11:55 pm on Wednesday, June 9.  

The Presentation should be submitted as a narrated PowerPoint (like the class lectures) or similar presentation and cover the following areas.
· An Introduction - provide a general overview of your presentation and prepare us for how your presentation will cover the topic.
· Country background - Key historical points that impact your discussion, type of government, an economic overview, any other key items needed for us to understand your presentation.
· A discussion of the population, population distribution, age distribution, sub-groups, culture and items necessary to understand the people of the country.
· A discussion of the resources, land mass, arable land, infrastructure, irrigation, etc. that impact food production, distribution and use.
· A discussion of the nutrition in the country, hunger, levels of nutrition, diseases that impact or are the result, obesity, etc.
· A discussion of the food production in the country, types of crops, technology, etc.
· Government policies that impact that food production, distribution, nutrition, etc.
· In addition, points will be assigned for things like spelling, grammar organization, and the use of valid and reliable resources.
· Proofread, revise, and edit your presentation

NOTE:
This project is a semester project and will represent 30% of your grade.  Please do not put this off to the last minute.  This will require some solid academic literature research in addition to other readily available sources.
