Slavery and the Coming of Civil War
Decisions made in any sphere of our lives are consequential and they affect generations after us the decision-makers. The United States during the 17th century acquired new colonial territories for itself. Within these colonies, they would take advantage of the people by trading them as slaves either within themselves or even to other continents or countries. The political arena in the united states by then was not competitive as only one political party the democrats were present. However, the slave trade brought diversity between the Southern Democrats who pushed for its expansion, while the Northern Democrats opposed these vices against humanity (Hatzenbuehler, p177). These opposing opinions brought political division which leads to the formation of the Republican Party. In this article, we focus on how the different opinions and choices define politics and develop a history with a close look at slavery and the coming of the civil war in the United States. Categorically, the role of the westward expansion into slavery ignited the civil war out of political differences.
		The Role of Westward Expansion in Slavery
According to Abraham Lincoln in his speech to the Wisconsin State Agricultural Society, political tolerance to inhuman behavior leads to adverse consequences that affect generations. Lincoln (1859), clarifies that the American civil war will not stop (Wells, p268). The selfishness of political leaders and the few who benefited from the slave trade set up a fight they could not withstand. Almost two centuries since Lincoln's speech, America still suffers from political instability between the Democrats and Republicans. The slaves that lead to the civil war have become part of the United States and influence great changes. However, discrimination is still evident against blacks and other immigrants. Calhoun (1850) addressed this in his speech to the Senate declaring that the very people we are considering slaves today will rule us in the future. There is no possibility of ever caging a human spirit into slavery for all their lives, at one point the mind of a human has the power to break loose (Hatzenbuehler, p183). 
The political breakdown 
The civil war in the United States ensued due to the unresolved differences between the free and slave states. The Free states were pushing for the national government to prohibit slavery. They believed that the national government had the power to enforce and control all states regardless of some of these territories being states (Wells, p267). Abraham Lincoln was the first Republican to become president of the United States a step that was prompted by his speech at the Wisconsin State Agricultural Society which focused on the need for harmony and unison growth among states. He focused his speech on how important agriculture brings people together and builds a bond among them regardless of their ethnicity or political affiliation. However, after becoming president, Lincoln faced great opposition on his pledge of keeping slavery out of America. Seven states that had been carrying out slavery built an alliance forming a new nation called the Confederate State of America. 
Issues leading to Political breakdown 
The emergence of the Confederate State of America raised fear of fragmentation of the United State into many countries, a risk Lincoln was not willing to take. Lincoln was a champion for free slavery within the United States, and as president now, he would stop at nothing to achieve these. This lead to the rise of civil war between the national government of the United States and the Confederate State of America. On April 12, 1861, the Confederate State of America triggered the civil war when they claimed Fort Sumter in Charleston Bay as their own. These lead to the real fight in 1862 to 1865 when the principal Confederate State of America Army surrendered (Hatzenbuehler, p179). The Confederate President Jefferson Davis in Georgia was arrested on May 10, 1865, which culminated in the civil war (Marzen). This lead to the initiation of a long process of rebuilding united states free from slavery.
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
