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Introduction

Lastly, the cover a metaphor which explains discrimination based on race, a platform of separating them all and limiting them from achieving their abilities. The author remained positive that in future America will change when they admit the previous injustices and Africans treated equally. Hence, America will be a self governing country full of mankind where everybody will be at peace.This book is important because, it outlines the causes of racism particularly the idea that Americans were capitalists which resulted to Americans being racists. It also establishes how the discrimination positions people and how it must be eradicated. The author encouraged activism globally which formed the basis for the movements that spearheaded eradication of discrimination in America and colonialism in Africa and Asia. It proposes that the Americans established the idea of race discrimination to promote their physical wealth which had adverse impacts for African status, self governance and humankind which could only be eradicated by Africans ego, rebellion and fight. The author was against the assumption that Africans were weak both genetically and socially.
The book has fourteen chapters. Chapter 1 and 2 discusses the past events and the consequences of liberation by borrowing pas events and his encounters. Chapter 3 particularly explains the establishment and role of African management, when condemning Booker T. Washington based on education. Chapter 4 via 7 explains the importance for advancement, and how it was hindered by lack of academic qualifications and chances. The author emphasize that the present structures creates laborers and that Africans advancement is impossible due to lack of education and chances of leadership. In chapter 8 and 9, the author outlines visitation to Doughtery State in rural Georgia. The author’s skills are differed to his nurturing in New England, to illustrate that there is both discrimination in the south and they are not aware about it. Chapter 11 via 13 outlines the author’s experiences to indicate the racism. In the final chapter, describes the sorrow songs which illustrates types of slavery and how they have linked with Africans
Chapter 1

It discusses “Of Our Spiritual Striving” where the author indicates that there is a query not asked about Africans that is what the feeling of being the issue is. The author remembers his earliest encounter when he noticed he was not like others. Unfortunately, his schoolmates refused to take a card from him after which he is put off from his schoolmate’s life through a huge cover. Later, the author did not wish to pass through it again but considered the Americans to be disrespectful and lived with it. Luckily, the author excelled in his academics and learnt faster than the Americans which pleased him. However this changes as American students had promising chances than he lacked. Further, the author inform us how they are confined by the Americans and the obstacles workers face under the supervision of the whites. 
Following liberation, Africans achieved advancement via democratic rights and academics. Nonetheless, slavery eradication did not resolve all the hardships encountered by Africans which he explains. He states those forty years after liberation, the Africans have not fully acquired liberty in their country. Also, academics has converted the toddler into a young person with emerging personal knowledge, reflection and dignity beyond academics. Additionally, academics enabled the Africans to comprehend all the challenges they encountered such as money discrimination with the Americans, no academic and expertise, and biasness

Chapter 2 of the Dawn of Freedom

The author establishes the various steps for addressing vanished slaves according to the country where they are captured during the occurrence of the conflict. Still he outlines the dates and indicates all through the hostility and mention Edward Pierce from Boston whose responsibility was to research the status of a slave and free them. The making of human resources from the free men encountered more hardships since majority were vulnerable and was paid no or little wages. The author discusses the remedies of decongesting towns with many people and creating jobs for them, payment to employees and constructing learning facilities in a single government. In addition, the author wrote on a law that leased land to a freed man under the military supervision. Later a Bureau of Displaced persons was formed which was to provide allowances and garments to freed persons. Thus the welfare of human became a country’s distress when there is hostility. 
Chapter 3: of Mr. Booker T. Washington and Others.

The author begins by explaining the achievements of Booker T. Washington that is the Atlanta compromise was the biggest accomplishment where the Africans agreed to be employed by the Americans and accepting American rules in exchange for academics. The author states that the greatest challenge with Booker’s work is that it depends on changes .Booker requested the Africans to surrender their political power, fight for democracy and academics. The author state that the outcome of the appeal is losing their integrity, development of a humble African society and losing wealth and support for university and college tuition. Further, he suggests that Booker’s attempts has developed manufacturing toil employees regardless the requirement to employ more African lecturers which needs university teachings. Still, the author Africans petition should be democratic rights, public fairness and training opportunities for African youths according to their potential.
Chapter 4: of the Meaning of Progress
The author begins with a story concerning securing a job as a trainer following his graduation at Fisk University. Moving towards the east, the author found a humble city which was contrally to the author’s expectations, although he was happy to work there. Still, he narrates how he could stopover at homesteads after work every day to speak with the guardians of absentees as a result of work at home or those parents who did not believe in academics. The author remembers going back to his previous university after ten years plus his desire to return to the humble city where he taught. Luckily, the city has advanced a bit since there is current building in the school properly, constructed although with the previous undefined on the inside and several of his learners had owned their parent’s jobs and others had passed away. Chapter 6: Of the Training of Black People

Peasant would acquire credit facilities against their forthcoming produce to purchase equipments and basic needs thus lagging behind while the traders enrich themselves.

Chapter 9: Of the Sons and Master and People.
