Standardized testing has existed in American education since the mid-1800s (Haladyna et al., 1998). recently, they have been many debates about the system's effectiveness and whether it should be abolished. Many American citizens have a different and interesting perception of the standardized test (Golden et al.,1978). They believe that the whites' idea of the standardized test was brought forth by the whites to ensure white supremacy. According to them, standardized test humiliates, divides and reinforce racism and equality and should therefore be abolished. Shawna De La Rosa did multiple research to assert a correlation between the ACT score at high school and graduation in college (Fleetwood, & Nicole, 2011).
Shawna indicated that children from rich families had better results from the standardized test than poor children. He, therefore, supported the idea that standardized test should be abolished in schools since they lacked creativity and has no influence in children skills and performance in a real-life situation. The proponents of standardized testing have a different view on the matter (Worthen, & Blaine, 1993). They believe that the tests offer an objective measure to both the teachers and the students as well. According to them, the tests give useful metrics for teacher evaluations of the student’s performance and the realization of areas that need improvement. The tests also show the progress of the schools and the job success of the teachers. The answer to all these arguments, I believe, resides in well-detailed research, collecting views of both the involved parties and the community at large. With this paper, I intend to assert the credibility of standardized tests by conducting a literature review of previous research and incorporating my ideas based on personal experience and knowledge on ethical issues.
Is there a better way to determine whether students have understood whatever they have been taught rather than taking the standardized test? Based on personal experience, I think there are better ways to assert the students' performance rather than appeared based system. Some students cram, and others get involved in exams cheating. After passing the exams, they join colleges with no idea of what people do in those institutions. Some students are poor at academics or classwork, but they have ideas and skills to perform the theories they read in the book practically. Without high school qualifications, they are limited and denied the opportunity to further their studies.
