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THE BIBLICAL PROPHETS (Study Guide)
Read each passage, then summarize in one or two sentences the central action or narrative theology of what is occurring in this reading. . .  

1. The Call of Samuel (1 Samuel 3: 1-21)

God called Samuel to act as a massager of what God was to do in Israel, which was to punish Eli and his family. This is because Eli's sons had failed to respect God.
2. Prophet Samuel anointing David as king (1 Samuel 15: 1-13)
In this passage, we can see that God sent Samuel to King Saul to attack the Amalekites, destroy them and all their possessions as a punishment by God. But, instead, Saul preserved King Agag and the best sheep and cattle.
3. The Ecstatic Prophets (1 Samuel 19: 18-24)

In this section David to Samuel at Ramah, escaping because Saul wanted to kill him. Saul discovered where David was hiding, and therefore he sent troops of soldiers to get him, but the spirit of God filled the soldiers, and they started prophesying.
4. David and Nathan (2 Samuel 12: 1-14)

God was angry with David for what he had done to Uriah, and therefore he sent Nathan to tell him a story of a rich and a poor man. Nathan revealed the judgement of the Lord upon David because of his actions.
5. Elijah and the prophets of Baal (1 Kings 18: 1-40)
There was a drought in Samaria for three years, and Prophet Elijah decided to meet King Ahab and the prophets of Baal and Asherah to determine the true God who would answer by fire.
6. Songs of the Servant (Isaiah 43: 1-7)
God is speaking to Jacob, the son of Isaac. He assured him protection and security from all kinds of harm and danger. This is because Jacob was so precious before God, and He loved him.
7. Valley of Dry Bones (Ezekiel 37: 1-14)

The spirit of God took Ezekiel to a valley of dry bones. God instructed Ezekiel on what to prophecy to the dry bones, and they came back to life which was a symbol of what God would do to Ezekiel, and he would realize that He is the Lord.
8. Daniel (read chapters 1-6)

Daniel and his three friends were taken captives in the king’s palace. Nebuchadnezzar had a dream that no one could interpret, but through God's help, Daniel was able to interpret, which led to his promotion as the governor of Babylon and was also in charge of wise men. 
9. Jonah and the city of Nineveh (Jonah 1: 1-17, 3: 1-10)

In chapter 1:1-17, Jonah was sent by God to deliver a message of doom to the people of Nineveh, but he decided to go to Tarshish. A fish swallowed Jonah. In chapter 3, Jonah was sent once again, and he obeyed.
10.  Prophecies of Justice (Amos 5:1-24)
In the chapter, it is a mournful message from the Lord to the nation of Israel concerning their sins and urging them to turn back to him because the judgement was coming.
