Q3. Terrestrial planets are Earth-like planets having a hard surface comprised of rocks or metals.
Q4. Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus and Neptune are commonly called the Jovian Planets. They are the big planets that form the solar outer system. 
Q5. Besides being the furthest planet to the Sun on average, Pluto and its orbit have numerous distinctive features. Its wider distance implies the largest of the planets is its orbital 248-year period. Its orbit is the most eccentric of all.
Q6. The comets are comprised of ice, dust, rocky materials and organic compounds whereas the asteroids consist of raw material and rocky material. When comets approach the Sun, it is because part of its ice melt and evaporate that they lose material on each orbit. Asteroids are usually strong, even when close to the sun.
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
