He has the problem of inability to engage with other learners in their drawing and painting activities, this indicates lack of confidence in doing the art activities and that’s why he behaves in a way that he doesn’t want anyone to see how he is doing his works.













	Tommy seems to be having some behavioral problems related to his environment. His sudden change in behavior has been accelerated by the new born baby. Tommy is easily irritated with anything that does not rhyme with him. The irritation affects how He relates with others especially his teacher. Tommy thinks that everybody does not love him anymore and he is not the priority as he used to be before the new baby. He thinks the teacher also consider others students more like how her mother is doing with the new born baby. Tommy is feeling a sense of rejection, because he is child of grade 1, egocentrism is still strong in him and he views things according to his thoughts.

	Tommy has poor socialization problems. The problem has been accelerated by his inability to engage with other learners positively. Tommy cannot connect with other kids and therefore making friends becomes difficult. His temper nature and aggressiveness makes him unsuitable with other leaners. He is also going through achievement motivation social problem; this has been seen by his inability to achieve good writing skills and lack of something that will motivate him. He has the problem of understanding what is happening in the group and that’s why he lacks interest in art activities that would have promoted positive interaction in class.

	The most effective theory to help Tommy’s situation in his academic problem is through the use of Abraham Maslow Hierarchy of needs. According to Tommy learning capabilities, if he is made to achieve his needs, he will be motivated to write effectively and also engage in art activities. The teacher needs to give him some exercises that he can achieve then continue providing for different exercises as he continues grasping. This will enable him fulfill his learning needs and at the end he will be motivated to do most of the activities in class. This theory can work effectively with the Victor Vroom theory of expectancy, since the results will be as expected, he will be motivated.

	Behavioral problems of Tommy can be effectively solved through Mcclelland theory of needs. This theoretical approach will build self confidence in handling what is happening in his life positively. It will also motivate him into being able to handle different challenges of life through the three forces of affiliation, power and achievement. The problem can also be approached through the theory of expectancy, Tommy will be motivated to change his behavior when motivated through rewards in every good activity he does. This will prevent him from being tempered or aggressive on others so that he can be rewarded.

	The best theoretical approach for Tommy’s social problem is the use of McGregor theory x and y. The theory will help distinguish Tommy with other performing children by ensuring that Tommy is provided with achievable task that will not discourage him but help him improve his social learning. Abraham Maslow theory can also work effectively in this problem. Once the needs of Tommy are fulfilled, he will be motivated to take part in art activities, and through the art activities, he will be able to interact positively with other learners promoting effective socialization.
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
