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The Beauty of Flowers
All flowers are unique in their own way. In the poem, “I wandered lonely as a cloud” the narrator, William Wordsworth, speaks of the captivating moments he encountered with nature. The majestic beauty of daffodils beside the lake makes the solitude speaker wonder with great enjoyment throughout the poem. The theme of the poem points to the impacts nature beauty has on human behavior. The poet is highly impressed by the flowers making him see them as shining starts of the galaxy describing them to be the highest beauty a person could ever think about. Both the cloud and the flowers the two key features in that have hidden meanings which work together to show satisfaction that comes from beauty. The daffodils symbolize beauty, imagery and personification in the poem. 
Starting off, the daffodils symbolize beauty, which represents the extensive beauty to nature. These flowers conveyed by Wordsworth were beyond beautiful beings that not even the waves surrounding the daffodils could surpass its beauty, “they outdid the sparkling waves in glee”. The golden daffodils provide a beautiful scenery in the natural world that fills all lonely people with great pleasure and heart comfort. Wordsworth symbolizes not only its beauty through waves, but also with other aspects comparing it to the outer world such as the stars in which they “shine and twinkle on the milky way” (7). The symbolism portrays how nature offers an incomparable beauty only relatable to supernatural elements like the galaxies in the sky which are endless and fascinating.
Continuing, Wordsworth used imagery to describe the true nature of the daffodils and also the solitude of the persona enabling the reader to visualize the feelings and emotions of the writer. In the first stanza, he represents the speaker to be as lonely as a cloud, bringing the sight of a lonely and low esteem person when suddenly he saw a crowd of many golden daffodils.  “I wandered lonely as a cloud…When all at once I saw a crowd” The picture of a crowd brings a feeling comfort from nature represented by majestic beauty of flowers that pleases and satisfies the speaker every time he feels low. Also, imagery has been when beauty of the flower and the nice feeling it brings to the lonely speaker. “Stretched in never-ending line… jocund company” the beauty of the flowers was endless and they gave a cheerful dance. This is described as a new indescribable wealth of happiness the speaker experienced.
Finally, Wordsworth also used personification to describe what the flowers represented to him. Crowd a human collective noun is used to refer to the flowers to mean that they were very many in number and more than enough to give the poet company. “I saw a crowd”. “Dancing in the breeze” (6) the visual sight of the flowers dancing in the breeze gives a sense of relief and calmness to the speaker as we dance only when we are happy. Nothing came close to meeting its beauty, in which it “waves beside them danced” as well, which gave the understanding along with the personification provided the idea that nothing else compared to its excellence. The use of personification added more the idea of how beautiful these daffodils are.

In conclusion, Wordsworth used many literary devices to convey the true beauty in which he visualized when he gazed at the field of daffodils using symbolism, imagery, and personification. The beauty of flowers in the nature always a source of company and comfort to a troubled soul as portrayed by Wordsworth. In the most difficult situations of loneliness flowers have always being instrumental as love symbols to comfort victims. Nature will always be full of beauty, which we all visualize and interpret differently.
