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	In 1846, war provocations began when President Polk ordered his army where Mexicans regarded as their border. When the army fortified position, the Mexican cavalry attacked the Americans and killed eleven leaving six wounded. By May, the armies positioned themselves and bombarded each other for the coming conflict. For the first time, the engagement in the war was a draw between the United States and Mexico on May 8. The President communicated with Congress, asking them to declare war on the opposing Mexicans. He gave reasons such as invasion of territory and shed American blood on American soil. A few days later, war was declared on the Mexicans, marking the American-Mexican war. The consequences of war were, for the United States, a momentous victory while, on the other hand, a catastrophe for the Mexicans. The government ruling The war destroyed Mexico. The war eventually came to an end when Mexico City fell.
	The President in serving at the time, President Polk, favored going to war with the Mexicans. A majority of Congress supported him. He claimed that the Mexicans had deliberately caused this unfortunate turn of events on themselves. He gave reasons that Mexicans had shed American blood on their soils and had invaded their territory. Mexican diplomats were opposing the Mexican-American War, and they desperately to prevent war. 
	The government of Mexico accepted foreigners from the United States into the north of their region. Although Mexico outlawed slavery, the new arrivals brought their slaves into Mexico and refused to give them up. The newcomers' rebellion and declared themselves independent once they were numerous and thriving. The famous battle of the Alamo in 1836 was the Mexican effort to place an immigrant uprising on its own to build a part of Mexico. 
		Amongst the reasons given by the United States forging going to war was that in January of 1846, Mexicans had shed American blood, wounding six and killing eleven of the military army. Second, in the same period, they had invaded the American soils crossing the Rio Grande, leading to the attack on Americans. These reasons presented to Congress, while  Americans felt the need to prove to Mexicans their superiority in power because of their military. In my opinion, the reasons put forth by the Americans through President Polk were undeserving, and it is because, after James Polk became President, he had a plan that called for the connection of the United States from the Pacific to the Atlantic. He moved forward with the plan, but there was a hindrance because Mexico already owned a large part of the territory. Polk attempted to purchase, but when Germany rejected his offer, he went ahead to take measures to provoke war. The rallying point for Polk was the reannexation of Texas.
	President Polk’s plan would involve Britain and Germany. However, he didn't want to fight wars to both simultaneously. He directed negotiations for a treaty with the minister of Britain to the United States that split the difference between America's interests and Britain in the Northwest. The Oregon treaty signed in 1846 was established as the border of the States with Canada. It ran along Continental Divide to the Pacific, thus clearing the way for the Mexicans. In my opinion, Britain and Mexico's dealings were different because Britain accepted President Polk's attempt to negotiate with Britain without and a treaty was signed by the two countries. Still, when it got to Germany, they declined Polk's attempt to purchase the land.
	Grant was one of the thousands who transferred to the Invasion Army, which was under the command of General Scott. He was acutely aware of the strife built on slavery. He condemned volunteers for seeming to enjoy violence.
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
