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The fall of the Roman Empire refers to the decline of the Western Roman Empire in which it was unsuccessful to implement its rules and therefore its huge land was divided into several smaller political entities. As a result, the empire lost the powers that had won its real governance over the western provinces. Current historians posit factors comprising the efficiency of the army, the well-being and huge sums of the Roman residents, the power of the economy, the ability of the Emperors, the interior scuffles for control, the religious variations of the era, and the effectiveness of the city management as some of the major factors that contributed to the fall of the Roman Empire. For a long time, Rome had been a persistent empire.  It had dominated much of the land in its neighborhood including Greece, Turkey, Iraq, and other surrounding nations. It appeared that Rome had conquered the entire world until it began to all in 476 C.E, (Gibbon, 2020). 
The various aspects such as political, religious, and economic aspects that contribute to its success were the same aspects that caused its fall. Due to the collapse of the Roman Empire, the economy also collapsed and money became worthless, the common religion was lost, and efficient ruling to its wide territory was no more. The loss of the economic boost of the empire was a major downfall. As opposed to political and religious issues associated with the fall of the Empire, nothing could be done to heal the terrible economic hit on the Roman Empire.  
Causes of the fall of the Roman Empire 
The Roman Empire was indeed the greatest in the history of the Mediterranean. The fall of the Empire was not caused by a single issue but it was a succession of several things which occurred one after another. Unfortunately, the aspects that made it the strongest and the most advanced empire were the same aspects that lead to its fall although many people never speculated how it could collapse. Although many theories explain why the Roman Empire fell, the main theories revolve around the aspects of political corruption and political insecurity, economic issues, reckless spending, urban decay, tribal clashes, and traditional Christian beliefs. Below is an elaboration of the main reasons why the Roman Empire fell, (Ward-Perkins, 2006). 
i. [bookmark: _GoBack]Attacks by Barbarian communities: The clearest theory for Western Rome's fall nails the tumble to a line of army disasters held against outside authorities. Rome had collided with Germanic tribes for fairly a long time. However, by the 300s "violent" groups like the Goths had invaded past the Domain's boundaries. The Romans tolerated Germanic unrest in the late fourth century, yet in 410 the Visigoth Ruler Alaric effectually finished the city of Rome. The Empire suffered quite a several years under consistent danger before "the Unceasing City" was confronted again in 455 by the Miscreants. Germanic chief Odoacer carried out an insurrection in 476 and overthrew the Head Romulus Augustulus. From that time on, no Roman rulers could rule until the end, an idea that leads numerous people to state that 476 was the year the Western Domain experienced its destruction.
ii. Economic issues and overdependence on slavery: Certainly, even as Rome was persevering an attack from external determinations, it was also collapsing from inside as a result of an extreme economic emergency. Steady conflicts and wastefulness had altogether eased up ultimate money, and severe taxation charges and inflammation had extended the gap between rich and poor. iii. iv. During this century the Head Hadrian spend a lot of resources to make his popular wall in England just to retain any rivals under control. Therefore, an ever-rising quantity of assets was directed into the army maintenance of the empire, inventive development reduced and Rome's respectful framework collapsed into deterioration, (Ermatinger, 2004). 
v. Government corruption and political insecurity: On the off chance that Rome's total size made it hard for the government only, causing insufficient and contradictory initiatives which just helped to intensify the problem. Being the Roman sovereign had constantly been particularly dangerous work, yet in the turbulent second and third hundreds of years, it practically revolved into a wealth penalty. Common conflict pushes the realm into disorder, and over 20 men acquired the seat in just 75 years, typically after the murder of their archetype. The Praetorian Gatekeeper the leader's actual protectors murdered and put in new rulers spontaneously and once even delivered the spot off to the most significant dealer. The administrative decay likewise overextended out to the Roman Senate, which ignored to rage the great quantity of the leaders because of its far-reaching destruction and insufficiency. As the situation declined, community pride disappeared and many Roman residents lost hope in their government.
vi. The appearance of the Huns and the relocation of the Barbarians: The Physical attacks on Rome were mainly from a mass drive led by the Huns' invasion into Europe in the late 4th century. At the time when these Eurasian fighters stormed over northern Europe, they drove many Germanic communities to the borders of the Roman Empire. The Romans uncertainly permitted people from the Visigoth tribe to cross south of the Danube and into the comfort of the Roman region, yet they handled them with extreme violence. According to the history of Ammianus Marcellinus, the Roman government even forced the poor Goths to interchange their kids into enslavement, trading for dog meat. In abusing the Goths, the Romans made risky support inside the Roman Empire boundaries. vii. The Declaration of Milan authorized Christianity in 313, and it later evolved into the religion of the state in 380. Effects of the fall of the Roman Empire

iv. An increase in diseases and illnesses: As a result of low quality of life,  public health issues such as disease and sickness spread all through the Roman Domain. Indeed, even the affluent individuals had a high demise rate among the realm because of lead poisoning and liquor misuse.
v. Disruption of trade: During the fall of the Roman Empire, the roads were destroyed, making trade and travel very dangerous due to the invasions. There was also a lot of bartering which led to the loss of currency, (Ermatinger, 2004). 
vi. The downfall of major cities and population shifts: People fled the cities due to the unrest and rise in the levels of insecurity, buildings, aqueducts, and monuments were demolished and much of the population fled out of the cities to the rural areas. The cities were left empty and unproductive, (Gibbon and Milman, 2003). 
vii. Loss of common language: People in Rome always spoke in their local language. After Rome fell, the people lost the capacity to read and write in Latin except for those who were in church. This lead to further division of the Rome people culturally. 
There was no exact official date when Rome was deliberated to fall. Many antiquarians, however, trust it was in 476 A.D. Aside from this, individuals who existed all through the Empire viewed themselves as Roman residents and observed Roman laws. In the East Rome was as yet compact.
