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Theme of Hope
Society experiences social, economic, and political challenges, which then causes the society to further experience oppression, racism, marginalization, and the failure to achieve one's goals. The poem "The Hill we climb" by Amanda Gorman, Fifi Baiden talk "Hope is a verb," and Rebecca Solnit book "Hope in the dark" have played a significant role in encouraging society to overcome the challenges of society. The three pieces of work have encouraged people to use figurative language to hope that American society can achieve change and transformation. The perception of the three authors regarding hope is important and has helped instill change in society by advocating the need to take action. 
Fifi Baiden, in his talk he refers to hope as an action rather than a feeling (Baiden, 2020). He argues that when individuals hope that something will happen, they must take action, which makes hope a doing thing and not a feeling. Amanda, in her poem, uses words such as "we have the chance to put things right" (Gorman, 2021).  From these words, Amanda hopes that the American society is in the way of realizing its potentials and urges Americans to take chances of changing the existing circumstances. Rebecca Solnit, on the other hand, claims that hope is facing and addressing the realities (Solnit, 2016). I find the definition of the three authors about hope to align with my own. Hoping is more than just wishing but making an effort to achieve one's desires. The three authors point out the need to make an effort in one's desires and dreams. 
Baiden and Solnit depict the relationship between hope and action and that both aspects should intertwine. The relationship between hope and action is important as for a person to realize their dreams and what they are hoping for, they must take action. Baiden further illustrates that actions involve setting the mind and proposing measures that will realize one's expectations (Baiden, 2020). Solnit also stresses that the relationship between hope and action helps in facing the realities and challenges (Solnit, 2016). The two, therefore, helps in understanding the need to take action rather than hoping without taking an extra effort. Without taking action, hope becomes a fantasy that cannot be achieved. 
My definition of hope has changed after watching and reading the ideas of Gorman, Baiden, and Solnit. I did not recognize the importance of taking action, but the three have equipped me with the necessary knowledge. For instance, in the recent world, challenges such as racism and gender inequality are a drawback for the progress of society. While nations hope for a better future where diversity and equality will be embraced, it won't be achieved if actions are not taken. For example, it is the responsibility of every person and the government to formulate strategies and actions to tackle racism and gender inequality. Diversity can be encouraged by allowing and embracing other cultures through awareness campaigns and conferences. Increasing awareness will shed light on diversity, making people see the importance of a nation where all cultures enjoy their freedom. 
The viewpoint of Gorman, Baiden, and Solnit regarding hope is significant in helping advocate for change. The three support the idea that is taking actions helps in making hope and one's desire achievable. The step of action taking involves understanding what needs to be done and implementing strategies that help design change. The problems in society, such as racism and inequality, can be mitigated using the proposed strategy of action taking rather than hoping that things will be better.  
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
