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(1) The behavioral learning theory is a popular concept that focuses on how behaviors are acquired and learned. The theory focuses on the idea that all behaviors are learned through interaction with the environment. Inherited factors have very little influence on behavior. From the story above, some of the behavioristic ideas include positive reinforcement. This involves adding a stimulus that strengthens a response from the story above. Lobzik was given thorough training on how to bark while counting. “We ought to take it to someplace where people are. Let’s take it over to my place where we have done our lessons. We will show it off to my folks.” Again the idea of generalization is evident in the story. Generalization involves a conditioned response that is similar to the original conditioned response. Lobzik seemed to generalize when a block of wood is added on the table, and then it barks.” Now Lobzik will tell us how many blocks of wood there are on the table!"Kostya announced, "Lobzik, count! Lobzik barked three times.
(2)	The boy’s decision to demonstrate their dog’s tricks before the people before the main show was reasonable, this is because that was a way of setting standards, and it was an excellent standard indicator to the people showing how the dog had achieved some mastery of the tricks. Again, the boy wanted to strengthen the dog's behavior to get the desired results during the main show. Presenting the dog to the people avoided the extinction of the learned responses. This meant the dog would gradually weaken and forget associating the learned responses with the correct behavior. Again this would help acquire the desired or the reinforced operant response before the main show.
(3)	My opinion is that it was not suitable for Vitya to say that their dog had stopped reacting correctly because it had overeaten some sweets. This is because, in the behavioristic theory of behavior learning, spontaneous recovery is evident. This involves the reappearance of a previously extinguished conditioned response. Vividly, we are told it was Lobziks' first time to appear in a public audience the rewards Lobzik received from the audience. This is because there was too much clapping, much noise, which might have caused the dog to get some stage-fright and nervousness.
[bookmark: _GoBack](4)	Pavlov's classical conditional theory of behavior learning means that two stimuli are linked together to produce a new learned response in the animal. In our case with the dog, the clapping and loud noise from the audience meant that a new response had been produced that caused the dog's behavior to not learn; that's why the dog was trying to run and escape the stage. And since no behavior had been learned yet, the natural response was to run away from the scene. In skinners operant conditioning theory of behavior learning, for behavior to be learned, rewards and punishments are established. When the audience clapped, Lobzik tried to escape, but a reward in the form of sugar was shoved into his mouth, something that made the dog get back to the stage.
Through imitation and observation, the four main conditions for behavior to be learned are attention, motivation, retention, and reproduction in Banduras learning theory. The Lobzik's attempt to escape from the stage after the audience had applauded loudly can be explained using the four conditions evident in Banduras theory of observational learning. The applauding distracted the attention of the dog, thus the reason it attempted to escape the stage. by considering retention as a method of learning a new behavior, the dog might not have been able to imitate the behavior of the audience since it was its first time to face the audience on the stage motivation was the last aspect to learn new behavior The stage motivation had a negative effect on the dog which made it attempt to run away from the audience. From the given examples, therefore, it is evident why the dog tried to leave the stage while the audiences were applauding for the good performances.
