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Political Party
A political party is an organization formed to manage candidates to win a nation's elections. In most cases, members of a political party have similar goals, ideas, and political policies. A political party keeps candidates up for office. The United States is dominated by two political parties; the democratic and republican parties. The parties have won the United States' election since 1882. The two-party system was founded by George Washington's inner circle, namely; Alexander Hamilton and James Madison (Rossiter, 2018). Political parties form and run the government, for they play a significant role in law-making. They bring people together, get accountability, promote new policies, and simplify the voting process.
In the United States, two political parties generate their elections. The republican and democratic parties have been winning the American elections in the eighteen hundreds. The parties play the majority and minority parties depending on the number of members each party has on the legislature. The party with more members is the majority party, while that with few members becomes the minority. In American history, the federalists were dominant until 1800, and Republicans took over after that. The two parties rose in national politics. They had different opinions and policies, which they campaigned on to gain supporters. However, the federalist and anti-federalist's run came to an end and was replaced by the democrats and republicans in eighteen fifty-four. Third parties rose but never won the elections.
The two-party system of politics in America emerged from George Washington and his inner circle in 1793 (La Palombara & Weiner, 2015). The circle comprised George Washington, James Madison, and Alexander hamilton. President George Washington knew that it was normal for members of the community to organize and form groups. They would operate within the groups, for example, political parties. However, when passing the American constitution, Washington did not anticipate political parties. The constitution stated that the winner of a national election became the president, and the runners up took the vice president's office (La Palombara & Weiner, 2015). However, the democratic republic party began to form to oppose the Federalist Party.
George Washington did not take sides of the parties. His aim as a president was to serve all the Americans despite their political orientation. He believed in unity and not division. According to George Washington, for a republic to survive, America had to stay united. He thought that the emergence of political parties was going to destroy America (Issacharoff, 2016). Until his death in 1799, George Washington believed that America should not have political parties. After his death, members of his inner circle, Hamilton and Jefferson, began questioning one another's thoughts on different political matters. For instance, Jefferson questioned Hamilton's funding plan, and he believed that federalists had a chance of restoring American's monarchy. Additionally, Hamilton wanted to build a solid financial stand for the American government. Jefferson was not okay with it; instead, he saw it as a threat to empower the central government.
George Washington's fear of political parties division of America came (Issacharoff, 2016). People became party-oriented, triggering wars and disputes in the country. However, political parties have proved to be advantageous in America. For instance, they bring people together. Members of a particular political party work together to come up with policies and manifestos. They end up spending much time together in offices, campaign rallies, and meetings. Due to the shared goals and opinions, members join together and work towards America's great good. Some members of political parties form long-term friendships outside the political world.
Political parties brought about accountability. A political party is formed of policies and agendas. During a campaign, the candidate makes his/her promises to the citizens and supporters. When voted into office, the political party supporters have expectations on the promises made to them during the campaigns. Therefore, it is the political party's responsibility to ensure that the candidate in office upholds their commitments (Brewer & Maisel, 2020). They keep track of the success of their candidates. However, they keep not only track of their own but also the failures of their competing parties. The competition is healthy to the American nation, for it promotes success by ensuring accountability of the manifestos.
They helped promote new policies. Based on political parties' operation, they have to stay innovative to gain popularity over the others. A candidate of a political party is voted into office based on their intended actions. Therefore, political parties ensure that they develop policies that will greatly appeal to their supporters and benefit America. A political party can choose to build on a policy by another party that was not upheld and made better and achieved.

Although they are associated with disadvantages, and President George Washington was against multi-parties, the system holds of American politics in the eighteen hundreds and has been in existence since then.
