Long-term unemployment can result in financial insecurity or poverty, as well as physical and mental health issues. With co-workers being laid off, this can only mean longer working hours, more hard work with less pay (Hayes, 2021). With the fear of losing a job as an employee, one would only feel as if they exist at the mercy of their boss. The most hard-working staff may be the only ones remaining when normalcy returns.
