A Design of a Village c. 1850
Wakefield village is a rural community with a limited population. The village population is smaller than metropolitan communities in size. The people are poor due to the small size of the settlements. Since the population density is low, people have close relationships and face-to-face interactions. Everyone in a village knows everyone else (Barenscott, 2020). Agriculture is the primary occupation of Wakefield and the foundation of the economy. The farmers engage in a variety of agricultural activities for which they require the assistance of other family members. As a result, the entire family participates in agricultural activities. 
The majority people's everyday activities revolve around the use of the fields, forests, rivers and interaction with animals, putting them in direct touch with nature. This is why the dwellers are more affected by nature. Since they depend on land for food, clothes, and shelter, the villagers regard it as their true mother. The level of social contact is lower. The interaction degree, on the other hand, is more stable and consistent. The groups have very close relationships and interactions. The family satisfies the members' desires and exerts power over them.
According to Chen (2018), the family is the one who introduces the members to the society's rituals, practices, and history. They do not establish autonomy as a result of their limited contacts, and their outlook on the outside world is very limited, causing them to resist any kind of violent change. Since all occupations are based on social status, mobility is restricted. Social status is determined by the best occupation that produces the most solutions, transitioning from one profession to another are difficult. The social status of rural people is thus determined by occupations hierarchy.
Wakefield has a higher level of social cohesion. The villages' solidarity is founded on shared experiences, goals, practices, and traditions. Individual behavior is governed by the family. In most cases, the father is the family's leader and is also in charge of maintaining order among the family's members. He is in charge of the family's affairs.
In the 1850s, many of them had settled on the plains. The prospect of free land under freedom and abundant rainfall attracted many people to the plain. When the rains stopped, the homesteaders' crops failed, putting them in debt. To resolve the problems that farmers faced, farmers formed Farmers' Alliances. Some farmers attempted, but failed, to initiate new political movements, (Dymitrow 2017). .
During this time, new farming machines were invented, but horses, oxen, and people still provided the majority of the power to run the machinery. Farmers were still self-sufficient, making or trading for nearly anything needed by their own families, even though they now grew cash crops.







Evolution of Wakefield into a Town
The evolution of Wakefield from rural settlements was a process in which the land layout and space structure changed spontaneously to respond to the changing social and economic needs. The rural settlements converged into an urban area aided by the growth of rural spaces from a site along a fast flowing river to a bustling economic center. Wherever there was water, Wakefield grew up along river valleys. The river valleys were low lying areas of land that surround the river and are good for farming, Gibson et al (2018).The land along the rivers was rich in nutrients. Crops were grown in this fertile ground.
Animals were raised because there was sufficient food and water. People discovered that if they were near a water source, they could remain in one place and produce enough food to feed their community. Ewick et al (2020), discovered that because of the local water source, the soil was fertile. People started to build their homes in areas close to food and supplies. There was need to have pathways and these developed into roads where animal-drawn carts and caravans for trade needed to pass. Along these roads developed the trade routes and larger shops began to emerge. 
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
