	organizational problems such as lack of transition or jumping from one value to another in point form impair readability
	there is no discernible organizational structure to the paper

	Mechanics and

	the paper is a professional document, written with evident care for clear self-expression and respect for the conventions of academic writing
	the editing the paper has received is sufficient to convince the reader that the writer crafted the paper (e.g. no errors that would be caught by spellcheck)
	there is pervasive error at the paragraph- or sentence-level that suggests either inadequate work at the proof-reading stage or lack of care
	the paper’s failure to respect  academic writing conventions suggests a need for remedial work in academic writing
