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What is Philosophy?
1. The first thing that intrigued me is the definition of philosophy and the number of definitions presented to describe it. Both definitions are related because they all talk about knowledge and wisdom, the search for wisdom and need to question everything around us. The older definition put forward by Greek philosophers, most of all Socrates, felt more sentimental. 
2. The relevance of questioning as shown in the first definition shows how deep philosophy looks at matters. People have a habit of accepting what the society teaches like religion or human existence and social roles without questioning. Questioning in philosophy helps philosophers desire to get answers. 
3. The things that matter are things such as good and bad, right and wrong and such. This section of definition made me wonder about right and wrong, and socialization since people are taught different things depending on the culture they are born in. It was also ironic that philosophers haven’t yet figured whether there is life after death or the origin of evil. 
4. Existence of God as one of the things that matter is intriguing because it can answer questions about God, miracles, life after death and the meaning of life. It can also explain the bible and the contradictions surrounding the biblical description of a jealous god with attributes of God such as omnipotence, omnipresence and omniscient and existence of evil, and why God never stops it, since he is all loving, all forgiving and all knowing. 
5. God’s expectation from humans was interesting. This raises the question whether humans can expect bare minimum from God when it comes to evils, most of all natural evil like pandemics and hurricanes that kill thousands and wipe out entire cities. 
6. Socrates definition of being in love with wisdom is interesting. His comparison of wisdom with romantic love and how philosophers have a lacking and longing quality to discover the truth appears impossible. However, with the lack of certainty that surrounds most of the subject philosophers question, like life after death, religion and the origin of evil, one has to wonder whether philosophers get the fulfillment they seek from wisdom. 
7. Life after death as one of the things that matter can explain what philosophers believe happens after death. It can give insight into reincarnation or Christians’ belief in life after death. It can also explain whether there is rebirth or life in a different form. 
8. Philosophy as an activity that can be engaged in, that very generation can engage brought to mind the question of origin of evil. If philosophers, in the current or future generation, understood the origin of natural evil, it could be easier to avoid natural disasters that result from nature, or offer humans who are left after such catastrophes with closure.
