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1. C) All planets are made of rock and all stars are made of gas
2. Mercury, Venus, Earth, Mars, Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus and Neptune
3. Terrestrial planet is a celestial body that is made up of silicate rocks or metals and has a solid surface. Terrestrial planets are distinguished from gas giants which are mainly made up of gases like helium and hydrogen. Examples of terrestrial planets are Mercury, Venus, Earth and Mars.
4. Jovian planets are gas giant mainly made up of gases including hydrogen and helium gases with varying degrees of heavier elements. These planets have their ring systems as well as large systems of moon.  
5. First, Pluto is the farthest planet from the sun. Pluto also has a larger number of satellites and no solid surface. 
6. Comets are comprised of rock, ice and frozen gas. Asteroids are comprised of rocks and minerals.
