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1. The sun holds 99.8% of the solar system’s mass. 
2. The sun is a giant ball of electrified gas and so it does not have a solid surface like Earth nor does it have a solid core. 
3. There is no clear surface to the sun because the sun is not made up of solids or liquids. The entire sun is made of plasma. 
4. The sun spins/rotates. The speed of rotation is approximately 1.997 km/s. The sun rotates faster at its equator than at its poles.
5. The sun shines because it is hot. It shines because hydrogen gas is turned into helium. This process is called nuclear fusion. When this happens, a lot of energy is created which light up the sun. 
6. Sunspots are areas on the sun’s photosphere that appear darker than the surrounding areas on the sun. Sunspots appear dark because they are much cooler than the rest of the surface of the sun.
