Topics to be researched:
Please describe the state of the economy during the Great Recession (12/07 – 6/09).  Remember, describing the state of any economy involves an assessment of the key aggregate statistics that we’ve studied in class.  Think of chapters 21, 22, and 23.
What did Congress/President and the Federal Reserve do about it?  Remember, Congress / President control fiscal policy, while the Federal Reserve controls monetary policy.  Be specific here with policy initiatives and don’t mix up the two policies.  I’m looking for specific examples of each.
What were the benefits/threats associated with the fiscal and monetary policies initiated?  Don’t leave this important section out.  Why did the policy makers pass/initiate specific stabilization efforts?  What were the expected benefits?  Also, what specific costs/threats were associated with these “solutions”?
What is the current state of the economy? Again, don’t forget the importance of aggregate statistics.  Be sure they are current.
