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Zero-Tolerance

Police officers have widely used zero-tolerance crackdowns to control the quality of life offenses in the communities. In recent years, controversies regarding zero tolerance have emerged due to the growing conflicts between the community and NYPD hence questioning the extent to which crackdowns control crimes. Notably, research showed zero-tolerance crackdowns merely contribute to curbing quality of life crimes, thus further accelerating controversies (Wolff & Intravia, 2019). In my opinion, NYPD massive arrests should be stopped because they are highly influenced by racism and the process of arrests is often disrespectful and violent, as evident in recent cases. Police officers have been reported to use zero-tolerance crackdowns against the young black men, raising questions on the fairness and effectiveness of the act. However, I tend to believe that such police behaviors result from larger social structures that have often disregarded people of color and stereotyped them as drug addicts and robbers. Stereotyping of the black has shaped the NYPD decisions when making arrests as the police officers become more suspicious of the young black men (Wolff & Intravia, 2019). Thus, changing the narrative of the black people will be the start to eliminating the controversies of NYPD arrests when they accord the people of color the value that they deserve
Criminologists can use survey research to determine people's views on how young black people are affected by the zero-tolerance crackdowns and whether such operations reduce the quality of life crimes. Firstly, criminologists need to determine a sample of people who should include whites and blacks to avoid biases. Secondly, the sample can be presented with set questions, both closed and open-ended, to capture the information necessary for analysis and concluding.
