4. There were images promoting body shaming. Images in slides 8 and 9 show people who are fat slender because of food addiction. In slide 8, the victim of food addiction is portrayed while he is being fed. He is not wearing a shirt and has a big belly. In slide 9, there are two contrasting images of women. These images show a thin and a fat woman. Each of them is not comfortable with how they look and thus with for a change. 
5. There were images that were promoting addiction in a negative way. For example, images in slides 11 and 19 show people who are struggling to stop using drugs.
