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 What were the origins of the banjo, and how far back does its history go?
[bookmark: _GoBack]It’s a complex creole that comes from many cultures. It goes back to 1756 when banjo was being played by black musicians for an African frolic in Newport Rhode Island. It was commonly known in the 1700’s as a plantation instrument. It was later revolutionized to contain a certain number of strings and it was a racist instrument as it was played by black community and it gave them intense banjo fever. C 
 - In the 20th Century, what ethnicity was the banjo perceived as belonging to? – 
By the 20th century the banjo was becoming a cross-cultural music in the southern side. It was no longer considered as a racist kind of music as both white and black folks played the banjo. The whites learnt the music from the black and they too played the banjo the banjo was believed to be from Scotland with a touch of African.  This was not the case as the instrument is seen to have originated from West Africa where the slaves came to America with it.
As Giddens writes, what was the reality with regard to the banjo and its music?
Most people think that the banjo is a white man instrument originating from Scotland and a touch of Africa.  With the movement of most black American folks the banjo was also seen to have lost touch with them, the black were more in adopting other musical structure such as the jazz that makes people think even giddens she thought that the banjo was for the white man. Although people often leave out that there were blacks who were left on that side and played stringed instrument before the invention of the banjo. 
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
