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Business & Accounting Programs
1. Explore the AS-T in Business Admin degree and a Business (transfer) certificates. What are the differences between the two programs (units, time, classes required)? List 2-3 reasons to earn each of those programs.
The AS-T in business administration degree requires one to cover 60 semester units. It might take one more than two years to complete. The classes that are required include:
BUS 1A: Financial Accounting
BUS 10: Business Law
ECN 1: Principles of Microeconomics
BUS 1B: Managerial Accounting
ECN 2: Principles of Macroeconomics
In most cases students are advised to pick Business Statistics (BUS 19) in case they want in future to do a specialized course in business. In addition, the students are required to choose any two classes from the following:
BUS 12: Introduction to Business
CAS 50: Introduction to Computer Application Systems
CSCI 8: Computer Literacy.
From the above list, it is advisable for students to do Introduction to business course as it provides one to have a clear picture of business.
Reasons
a. To become marketable to employers.
b. It indicates one’s commitment in the field.
c. It boosts one’s GPA.
A Business (Transfer) certificates
It has 18 units. It requires almost the same time as the AS-T degree. The required courses include:
BUS 1A: Financial Accounting
BUS 12: Introduction to Business
BUS 1B: Managerial Accounting

The students are also required to select one course from the following list:
ECN 1: Principles of Microeconomics
ECN 2: Principles of Macroeconomics
CAS 50: Introduction to Computer Application Systems
CSCI 8: Computer Literacy.
Reasons:
a. To become more marketable
b. To indicate my commitment to the field.
c. To be accepted to take a business degree course.
2. Pick one other non-transferable degree and one certificate? How long would it take to complete each of those programs if a student goes to college full-time (12+ units)? What kind of jobs can a graduate of these programs land? How much do those jobs pay?
Non-transferable degree: Public Health Science
It takes at least 60 degree-applicable units
One can secure a job as a health educator, community health workers, public health nurse, etc. 
Health educators are earning about $31.82 per hour in California
Non-transferable certificate:  Health Care Administrator
It consists of only 6 classes.
Total units involved are 18
Jobs:  Medical and health Services Managers, insurance compliance managers, Healthcare office manager, and Hospital administrators
Earning per hour in California for Medical and health Services Managers is $65.12
