Food For Thought...
The fact is, compared with an almost 50 percent accidental pregnancy rate among heterosexuals, gays and lesbians rarely become parents by accident.
Think about this statement as you watch the video and complete the rest of the assignment. Make sure you follow "the instructions."
The Prompt
In 2012, Pope Benedict called gay marriage a threat "to the future of humanity itself." He believed in the need for children to have heterosexual homes. However, research on families headed by gays and lesbians doesn't back up this assertion.  On the contrary, according to psychologist, Abbie Goldberg on average gay parents (Links to an external site.) "tend to be more motivated and more committed than heterosexual parents because they chose to be parents."  Research has shown that the kids of same-sex couples—both adopted and biological kids—fare no worse than the kids of straight couples on mental health, social functioning, school performance and a variety of other life-success measures.
The Instructions
