Christian ethics incorporates natural law ethics which depends on the very nature of human beings. Ethics involves morality, cooperation between individuals, and rationality that dictates how people should live life with different personalities. Christian ethics originate from the bible, where God is seen as the ultimate source of authority. Christian ethics are applied in personal and societal ethics areas of consideration.
