	Lesson Summary and Focus:
	Language arts are important as it enables learners to have critical thinking as well as have better communication in classes and make teaching easy. For this lesson, critical analysis of the importance of ELA and how it influences the teaching and learning process will be the focus. Different teaching and subjects employ different aspects of teaching and learning and thus the learners will research to evaluate the effectiveness of various approaches used in teaching and learning of various subjects and teachers. The data acquired will be analyzed to determine the effectiveness of each method of teaching and learning employed by different subject teachers. 

	Classroom and Student Factors/Grouping:
	The class population is essential as it determines if the teacher can engage all learners effectively in his or her classroom. The class consists of twenty-five students who are from various ethnicities and religions. The class consists of whites, African Americans, Chinese, and Indians. The group also has differences in their learning abilities with most of the 80% being of average abilities and two students have special needs. Section 2: Instructional Planning
	Anticipatory Set 
· Introduce the lesson by a review of the previous lesson and link the content of the lesson. This will enable the learners to relate the content of the two classes and understand better the purpose of the content.
· Ask the learners to define various terms such as questionnaire, interview, and common communication. This will enable the teacher to determine learners’ level before teaching and thus develop the best method to be employed in the learning process. 
· Seek to know how many learners have ever engaged in an interview.

	Time Needed
5 minutes 

	Multiple Means of Representation
· Describing various aspects and clarify to the student to correct the wrong definition given during the introduction of the lesson. This will enable the learners to understand the concepts better. 
· Presentation of the video on how to carry out an interview. The learners will comment on the view and opinions about the interview. 
· The Promethean Board will be used to replay the view for better understanding and clarity. 
· The pieces of paper and pencil will be used to develop sample questions that will be used in the class to carry out a sample interview. 
· The laptop will be used to present the video on how to carry out an interview after which the learners are expected to comment. 
	Time Needed
30 minutes 

	Multiple Means of Engagement
· In groups of 3 students, the learners will discuss their perceptions about interviews and the importance of interviews.
· A guided discussion will be done with students with special needs and thus who want an extra explanation.
· The learners will comment on the viewed video and define terms as required by the teacher.
· Also, the learners will develop some questions using a piece of paper and pencil and engage in an interview with fellow students. 

	Time Needed
25 minutes 

	Multiple Means of Expression
· The learners will be placed in groups and develop questionnaires that they will use to interview their fellow students. The questionnaires will be presented in the class to determine their effectiveness. 
· Upon correction of the mistakes, the learners will carry out the interview and get the data as directed by the teacher. 
· For gifted learners, extra activities will be assigned where they will be required to develop a ten-question questionnaire and present it in class. 
· Under the guidance of the teacher, the slow learners will develop their questionnaires and will be allowed a longer time. This will enable them to develop enough questions that can be used in the interview. 
·  Early finishers will discuss within their groups the possible answers they expect from their teachers. 
· This will enable all learners to give their expressions effectively.

	Extension Activity and/or Homework
The learners will develop an individual questionnaire consisting of ten questions that will be used in the actual interview. The learners will submit their questionnaires in the next class or upon completion.

 Rationale 
The relationship between the teacher and the students creates an enabling environment for learning. To understand the learners better, I spend time one on one with my students to understand their areas of concern and their strengths. This enables me to help them in areas of their weakness as well as emphasize their strengths. Giving compliments also creates good relationships with the learners and thus they seek assistance to boost their understanding. Lack of humor in class can make the content boring and thus learners lack interest in it. As such, creating humor while teaching keeps the learners active and engaged in the teaching and learning process. Students feel secure when sharing stories with their teachers. Also, when teachers develop an interest in their activities and take part in their activities makes them feel accepted and loved. This creates a good rapport with the students and thus creating a good learning environment for the learners. With better environments and understanding between learners and teachers, the teaching-learning process is enhanced and therefore eases the education process (Fink 2013). 
In a class of mixed personalities and learners of varied abilities, as a teacher, biases can affect the teaching and learning process. Through the study done, as a teacher, I prefer giving extra work to the gifted and fast finisher. This has shown to be an added advantage to these learners as they practice more than the other students. This measure is taken to contain the learners in class and avoid being absent-minded or disturbing the class. Also, extra assistance to the slow learners has been termed as biasness and I have to make them at par with other learners. To control this biasness, I have developed specific tasks for each student according to their abilities and thus keep them occupied (He & van de Vijver 2012).
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
