Just the Facts...
Thanks to better antiviral treatments, most people with HIV (Links to an external site.) in the U.S. today don't develop AIDS (Links to an external site.).
Think about the answer to this public health crisis as you watch the video and complete the rest of the assignment. Make sure you follow "the instructions."
The Prompt
Though some people believe that AIDS began in the U.S. in the 80's, that is actually the decade when it gained recognition as a health condition. Instances of HIV are believed to have been in the U.S. long before that - perhaps as early as the 1960s. The first reported cases of HIV are believed to have come from Kinshasa around 1920 (Links to an external site.). Scientists believe the disease was transferred from monkeys and chimps to humans. The prevalence of the disease among gay men in the U.S. in the 80's and 90's resulted in a stigma against homosexuals (Links to an external site.) and a general fear and misunderstanding regarding how AIDS was spread. Over time attitudes changed as celebrities like Rock Hudson (Links to an external site.) and Freddie Mercury (Links to an external site.) revealed that they had the disease, and Magic Johnson (Links to an external site.) came forward with HIV, and dedicated his retirement to educating others about the virus. In the 21st century, contracting HIV/AIDS is no longer a death sentence (Links to an external site.), and the stigma and homophobia surrounding the disease has decreased significantly.
