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1. In the image of dharma chakra Buddha, many signs and symbols are seen as explained by iconography. The image of lotus in a seated position is one of them. The seated lotus shows a sign hand gesture. The hand gesture, as seen on the image of dharma chakra mudra, represents the wheel of dharma. This majorly symbolizes a significant occasion in the life as well occurrences in Buddha’s life. The sign and remembrance of the day Buddha gave his followers a speech and first sermon when he was enlightened in the deer park at Sarnath in northern India. 
2. Another major iconography is seen in the image of Buddha while seated. As seen in this image, a halo sign is a sign that the prince of Siddhartha has attained his enlightenment; this enlightenment shows and indicates that he has become the Buddha. Buddha means the enlightened one.
3. Buddha's image is seen bringing the thumb and index finger from different hands together and forming a circle. This symbol on the hand of Buddha shows a wheel in motion, and which the dharma chakra mudra sets into motion. This symbolizes the independence and connection in which life exists as well as the sequence.
4. The image of the Buddha forming a circle with fingers further shows other fingers on the image. The additional fingers, as seen in the image, can be interpreted to represent a Buddhist virtue. The sign shown is seen to be next to the chest of the Buddha; the placing of the mudra in front of the Buddha's chest further shows that the words he says are goodwill, and they come from his heart. 
5. The image of Buddha in a seated position shows a prayer position. This is commonly seen in the Indian temples where people and priests use this position during their prayers. The seating position shows respect to the gods, and it is also a tradition in the prayer centers and temples. 
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
