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Kansas City Style
Jazz music had different eras during its development and evolution. Among the eras is the swing era, where there were soloists who improvised for their audience. Other styles were named after someplace or someone who came up with it. Kansas was a city where many popularly known musicians worked and thus associated with the style in town termed as Kansas City Style Jazz. This style had arrangements based on short musical phrases, mainly known as riffs. Part of these riffs was written down and eventually became new tunes. The acknowledged features of Kansa city are proficient, defined, eloquent and elaborate riffing by the different sections. Riffs were believed to be improvised or created.: This Kansas style had head arrangements which consisted of mainly improvisations and riffs.
Count Basie was another bandleader during the swing era. He was a leader of the big swinging band and a stride-style pianist. He had the precise touch and extremely light. This guy had had his own style of performing, such as using silence for pacing his lines. The swing band that he led had unique qualities such as timekeeping and swinging consistently with a lot of ease and relaxation. In this band, the rhythm section was precisely balanced among each one of the members. The other element was musical instruments; there was a very close coordination of drums and the bass.
The other musicians further improved the swing style in the era. The musical elements were used correctly and appropriately by Lester Young. He was a soloist whose style served as the introduction to modern jazz. He was a pioneer of contemporary jazz by how he managed to perform this style of music. He is said to have swung more than the rest. The musical elements he adhered to were rhythm improvisation, maintained the tone, color, and vibrato. He made his melodic idea advanced and thus made jazz music sound easier during the swing era.
In addition, swing style was also improved by a musician named Claude Williams. He was competent on the use of musical equipment. He was acknowledged to be the first guitarist who recorded with count Basie and, in addition, the first musician to be registered into the Oklahoma Jazz Hall of popularity. William is discussed to be very talented from a tender age. He played a variety of instruments using his brothers’ banjo, guitar, mandolin, and cello. He had his band who played at Barbershops, in hotels, and their hometown Muskogee. He made six hundred to seven hundred shillings in a night of playing, and other people had to work at least one week to earn the same dollars as he did. He started playing violin after being inspired by Joe Venuti play.
Harry James played a significant role in the improvement of swing style. He was an American Musician who is known for his skills in trumpet playing. He was a trumpet-playing leader between 1939 and 1946. In 1947 he brought his band together, which had earlier fallen apart. He was a proficient musician and famous for his tone. He influenced new trumpet players between the 1930s and 1940s. He was an actor and acted in numerous films, and also a renowned pianist. Harry began performing at a tender age with the circus and played snare drum and contortionist in the band. 
Benjamin David was also an American bandleader and a clarinetist who played a significant role in the swing style. He led popular music groups in the States. He influenced  towards the rise of many musicians.
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
