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[bookmark: _GoBack]Write an essay discussing the inclusion of the issue of domestic violence, gender issues, and racial discrimination in the work of Barbara Herr (transmission), Judith Ortiz-coffer, Pedro Pietri.
The presentation will focus on the matters of domestic violence, gender issues, and racial discrimination. The combined effects of racism and gender discrimination in particular on migrant, immigrant, indigenous, minority, and marginalized women around the world, have had devastating consequences for their full enjoyment of equality and fundamental human rights in both the public and private spheres.
Violence against women declined with other forms of violence during the 1990s. Nevertheless the most popular macro-level theory regarding violence against women, which suggests that changes in gender inequality are associated with the changes in the level of violence against women. The nature of the relationship between gender inequality and violence against women is undecided (Algarín and Algarín, 1997).
The involved authors evaluate the effects of racial discrimination, gender issues, and domestic violence as compared to individual stressors on the indicators of mental health and wellbeing. The findings suggest that domestic violence, gender, and racial discrimination increase the risk for poor health and low wellbeing, working both directly and indirectly through increased vulnerability to individual stressors.
Barbara Herr is a transgendered actor who is an outspoken activist. Transmission is a script written by Barbara Herr, a groundbreaking story about the private parts of transgender womanhood. Barbara explains that she has lived a whole lot of life experiencing gender discrimination issues. Barbara Herr has been a key activist for the rights of LGBTQ through art festivals and TV shows. She has been stressing the need for individuals to be their true selves, regardless of cultural gender discrimination. Barbara has taken the risks and challenges to stand for gender issues and it has resulted to be successful because she has a couple of audiences.
Pedro Pietri was a poet born in Ponce, Puerto Rico, but later moved to New York City. He was an activist against racial discrimination. The experiences that he faced while growing up in New York and the army were the main factors that led to his personality and the style of poetry. After dismissal from the army, Pedro joined a rights activist group called the “Young Lords". He read his first-time poem titled "Puerto Rican Obituary" that sketched the lives of Puerto Ricans who came to the United States with dreams that remained unfulfilled. It was embraced by young Puerto Ricans who felt a sense of pride and nationalism (Cofer, 1991). Pietri was effectively addressing themes of racial injustice, labor, and death.in his work, he looked to create a cultural consciousness and social awareness around social institutions, alienation in urban life, the socio-economic and political life in America.
Judith Ortiz Cofer was a Puerto Rican award-winning American Author. In her writings, she investigated women's issues and culture in South America. Her works also explore subjects such as racism and sexism in American culture. Cofer explores that some rifts and gaps arise in cultural heritages especially after they moved, this led to racial discrimination.
As a writer, Judith Ortiz Cofer in her paper "I hope my baby doesn't turn out Prieto" stresses that a person must be aware of his existence by seeing itself by other people's eyes. Her skin color is black not like her parents. Her parents used to protect her from sunlight when she was a child to avoid her from being darker (Pietri, 2019). From this detail, it was relevant, that racial discrimination was still serious at that period. Ortiz's parents wanted their children to have a white skin color which they thought white skin color was superior. She also wrote about her childhood experiences where she was discriminated against on the market, in schools, and around the community.
From the above arguments, it is evident that domestic violence, gender issues, and racial discrimination lead to poor health, low wellbeing, and poor working because the affected individuals do not feel secure. This is because their subconscious minds are severely affected by the above issues.
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
