1. There are countless ways that our consumption is ruining the environment. Which of these outcomes were most shocking to you?
The film Before the Flood documented the devastating impacts of climate change and questioned humanity’s ability to reverse what maybe the most catastrophic problem mankind has ever faced. Current trends have suggested that the earth will warm by more than 4 degrees through man-made climate change.
