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Describe the evolution of forensic sciences over time, including the role of crucial pioneers. The term forensic comes from the Latin word forum, which means open space. In ancient Rome, courts and discussions were held in open areas or markets. Everything that was involved in courts was referred to as forensic. In the 16th century, medical practitioners started to gather information regarding how people died. They majored on the effects of violent death on the internal organs. This led to writings on this topic. 
Song Ci was an expert in the Song dynasty. He wrote the collected cases of rectified injustice. This was based on his experience and cases that he heard. This book projects the earliest autopsy and analysis records. Mathieu Orfila is referred to as the father of modern forensic toxicology. He first published the effect that poison has on animals that threw a spiral and rigor in the scientific discipline. Alphonse Bertillon is known as the father of criminal identification. He designed the first scientific personal identification scientific system known as anthropometry. It was the taking of body measurements of a person to identify them from another. 
Francis Galton- he majored in fingerprints. He published a book regarding fingerprints, and he argued that everyone has unique fingerprints that can be used to distinguish one person from the other. He talked about filing a form that presented the system of identification by fingerprints. Edmond Locard developed the principle of locards exchange principle. He stated that every contact leaves a trace, and thus one who committed a crime could be easily traced. He came to be known as the Sherlock Holmes of France.
Differentiate 2-3 of the 11 forensic science disciplines outlined in this week's reading used to aid law enforcement officials in conducting their investigations. Forensic anthropologist deals with bones during evidence collection and autopsy while forensic pathologists deal with soft tissue during the collection of evidence and autopsy. (Ounces, U. U. 2019)Both deal with the body after being found at a crime scene, but they deal with different situations and body parts. Anthropologists deal with crushed bones, broken bones, or fractured bones, while pathologists deal with the compressed muscles or muscles put under pressure.
Provide examples of their scope of work and the role it plays in criminal investigations. Forensic anthropology deals with the human skeleton. They analyze the skeletal and badly decomposed and remains of a human to identify them. They recognize the unique features of the body and also for how long the corpse has decomposed. In a criminal investigation, it plays a vital role in identifying the stature, sex, unique features of the skeleton, and the sex, which might include traumas that might have been exerted on the skeleton before discomposure.
Forensic pathology. Deals with the soft tissue of the skeleton. This is done to fresh corpses. They analyze the body to see if any trauma might have been inflicted on the body or what might have caused the deceased's death. (Ubelaker, 2018).In a criminal investigation, it plays an essential role in identifying the cause of death and what might have been an accessory to the death. Further, it enables the DNA of the accessory used to be collected and compared with the accused.

It is used to examine the evidence collected at the crime scene and determine what might have been used in the crime and determine whether the accused was involved by comparing DNA and the objects found in the crime scene.
