Cures

Parents should attach equal importance to any gender. This will stop families from having many children as they would not have given that they got a child of the gender that they wanted.
Section 3.
Major Issue
Some women are lacking access to modern contraception methods.
Causes
Poor women. Women living under poverty might not have the money to buy the modern contraceptive products.
Uneducated women; some women who are not educated might not even realize the existence of the modern contraceptive methods.
Consequences
Increased population. Women who have lacked access to the modern contraceptive methods will have many children.
Children will lead low quality lives. They will live the kind of life that they could not have lived given that they were born fewer since the available resources are shared among them.
Cures
Government policy that guarantees the availability of the modern contraceptive methods to all women who have attained fertility age.
Education of all women regarding fertility control methods.
Section 4.
Major Issue
Some parents, more so, those living in the less developed countries have more children as a way of securing their future.
Causes
Traditional beliefs. There are some communities that believe that by having many children is a security of their future.
Consequences
Little savings. When parents are taking care of many children, the cost of living increases and they end up spending all or almost everything that they have earned (May, 2012).
Living in poverty. Since people will have no savings, they will end up getting into debts and eventually in extreme poverty.
Cures
Education showing that certain beliefs lacks grounds. This will help in making people stop in believing in such beliefs.
Section 5.
Major Issue
The major issue is how a family function. A family is supposed to be viewed as a single unit meaning that all people making up the unit should contribute to decision-making process.
Causes
Traditional belief that the father is the only decision maker.
Women are denied the chance to take part in decision-making (May, 2012).
Women lack education in the developing countries.
Consequences
