Food for Thought...
 Rather than a specific period in an individual’s life, "adolescence" is a process.
Think about this statement as you watch the video and complete the rest of the assignment. Make sure you follow "the instructions."
The Prompt
Group intervention has been the most commonly employed treatment modality for adolescents with substance use disorders (SUD). It has been argued; however, that the aggregation (Links to an external site.) of youths who display problem behavior into group interventions may, under some conditions, produce  iatrogenic effects (Links to an external site.)  on its participants. It is imperative to optimize group intervention while considering how to prevent, reduce and control, the iatrogenics (Links to an external site.) associated with the aggregation of antisocial youths (Links to an external site.) in heterogeneous (Links to an external site.) groups.
The Instructions
1. Watch the "Teen Voices: Friendships and Boundaries" video here. (Links to an external site.)
2. Referencing the video, your textbook, and other resources, (Links to an external site.) discuss the importance of addressing the problematic challenges that are inherent in adolescent group participants (pg. 275-277).
3. What challenges might you anticipate with adolescent behavior and the importance (Links to an external site.) and dangers (Links to an external site.) of social media?
