Part B
Elements like camera angles, camera distances, music, lighting, delayed time and skipping time influenced my feelings towards the characters to a great degree. Most times when Reddington is on the scene, camera angles and music is played that signifies suspense and intrigue. This is because he is a mysterious man with calculated moves and information which the FBI does not even have a clue about.
