Similarities of the Two Lesson Plans
Both of the lesson plans have a time element. This is a critical aspect of any well-designed lesson plan. A lesson plan must be designed using a time limit. When time is considered or included in a lesson plan it helps the instructor to make the lesson or content delivery effective. For instance, time will enable the instructor to be able to tackle every aspect outlined in the lesson plan maximally. 
Both of the lesson plans have the stated learning objectives. Learning objective is a critical element of any lesson it outlines what is expected at the end of the lesson. After content delivery is achieved learners are expected to gain something. That something is what is stated under the objectives. It is through this that an instructor will be able to assess whether learners have achieved what was meant to be achieved. For example in lesson plan 2 the objectives are; students will be able to differentiate between singing and speaking voice using their techniques of breathing, vocalization, and replicating intervals as modeled by the teacher. The other is that students will be able to sing songs and rhyme as well as melodic patterns with hand signs. For lesson plan 1 objective was; students will be able to match pitch and the other is that students will be able to do a folk dance. 
Both of the two lessons have the clarity of organization. Here we have the introduction in which what the instructor is expected in terms of introducing the lesson. Here the instructor can introduce the lesson based on a summary of the previous lesson as learners will try to recall the previous lesson so that they can connect it to the current. For the two lesson plans, each has the introduction element on how the instructor will introduce it and how the learners will introduce it also. 
Both of the lesson plans have the aspect of clarity of explanation. Here the lesson plan is explained in detail. This helps in case the relevant instructor fails to attend the lesson or feels unwell another instructor in the same field will be able to handle the learners effectively. It is here also, the learning and teaching activities are outlined based on the short-term objectives of the lesson content. Teaching activities must be clearly stated and also the learning activities must be well outlined to govern the learners and make them active through the lesson. 
Both of the two lessons have an inclusion of the guided practice and the examples. Here the two lessons outline and do give out examples of what they will use for illustrations during the session. This is based on the learning and teaching materials that will be used in that lesson. Examples used must align with the content being taught and it will also help learners what they're being taught to reality. 
The other is that both of the two lessons have the clarity of assessment of the student learning. Here they outline how to test that learners have achieved what they were expected from the objectives. For example in lesson plan 1, learners are expected to pat/match to/clap/ snap and many others. While in lesson plan 2 learners are expected to be able to sing property 6/8 time, they will be also expected to accurately use the correct vocal techniques based on the accurate pitch.

What the two lesson plan lacks is the concept of time division of the lesson total time allocated. This must be included for a lesson plan to be effective and every content to be covered and with enough time. This suggests that a lesson plan's total time should be later subdivided based on the short-term objectives of the lesson. For example, if a lesson has 50 minutes, it should be subdivided as follows.
5 Min            lesson Introduction 
25 Min         lesson development
10 Min        conclusion 
5 Min          assessment
